BLANDFORD FORUM CEMETERY
ROSE BUSH MEMORIAL PLAQUE APPLICATION FORM

In February 2014 the Town Council planted a row of rose bushes to distinguish between the existing and
new cemetery, and around the centrepiece in the new cemetery. There is now an opportunity to
commemorate a loved one with a memorial plaque for one of the rose bushes. It is not permissible to have
cremated remains interred in the memorial rose bushes, however it may be ideal for those who have
scattered ashes elsewhere but would like somewhere local to visit.

A brass plaque measuring 6 x 4 (150mm x 100mm) is attached to a black metal stake, secured into the
ground in front of the chosen rose bush at a cost of £150 for a 5 year lease, which may then be renewed at
a reduced rate. An example has been shown below and the application form is overleaf. Please contact the
office if you would like to indicate a preferred rose bush. In the event of the rose dying within the five
year period it will be replaced by the Town Council free of charge.

Cheques should be made payable to Blandford Forum Town Council and payment must be included with
the application form as orders will not be processed until full payment has been received. Please submit
the completed application form to: Blandford Forum Town Council, Town Clerk’s Office, Church Lane,
Blandford Forum, Dorset DT11 7AD.

2. Text can be enlarged to fit the plaque on short inscriptions or the name can be displayed larger

than the rest of the text.

The text will be centred on the plaque.
