To consider responding to the Cranborne Chase AONB presentation on the Dark Skies 

Steve Tonkin FRAS (Dark Skies Adviser, Cranborne Chase AONB) has asked the council to consider supporting the Dark Skies scheme. This has also been raised at the Blandford+ Neighbourhood Plan monitoring group meeting held on 20th September 2022 and attendees agreed with emphasising the existing statements within the Plan, as part of the modification review.
Mr Tonkin has put forward the following proposed wording for the next NP:
“Development should be designed to conserve and enhance the intrinsic quality of dark night skies. Outside lighting which is proposed to be installed should be fully shielded and not exceed a correlated colour temperature (CCT) of 2700K. Any lighting in or adjacent to the buffer zone of the International Dark Sky Reserve on Cranborne Chase AONB should meet or exceed the level of protection appropriate to Environmental Zone E1 (as defined by the Institution of Lighting Professionals).”
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Rationale for this is NPPF 185:
(c) limit the impact of light pollution from artificial light on local amenity, intrinsically dark landscapes and nature conservation.

Town Clerk’s Report

Tree Preservation Order TPO/2022/0026 – The Tree Officer has written to inform the Town Council that the provisional Tree Preservation Order (TPO) at Land Northwest of Tin Pot Lane, Blandford Forum was confirmed without modification under delegated powers on the 15th September 2022.
Dorset Council Planning Service – Following the very well-attended planning forum meeting Dorset Council held on 27th May, further engagement sessions have been arranged between Dorset Council’s planning service and the town and parish councils. To make these a bit more tailored to our interests, Dorset Council is intending to hold an event for each of the three areas covered by their Area Planning Committees. Two Councillors have been invited to the first of these for the Northern Committee area, which will be held in the Corn Exchange, Dorchester on Tuesday 18th October. Cllr Carter, as Chair of Planning and Cllr Holmes will attend on behalf of Blandford Forum Town Council.
